Parking permits
The Ward Manager will allow concessionary parking to be given on compassionate grounds or for regularly attending long stay patients receiving i.e. chemo or in ITU / high dependency.  These exemption permits can be authorised at General Hospitals, e.g. Wansbeck, Hexham, where there are high rate parking costs and not necessarily at Community Hospitals i.e. Haltwhistle, as parking is not as much of an issue due to on street parking.  These are displayed in the window of the car so that the hospital parking warden knows.
